It's time to dramatically reduce our danger-
ous dependency on foreign sources of
energy.

In fact, in September 2001, we broke an
11 year-old record, importing more than
1.2 million barrelsaday from Irag. We
currently pay Saddam Hussein appr oxi-
mately $20 million per day. In 2001 we
paid Iraq atotal of $4.5 billion dollars—
all for oil.

When the oil shocks of the 1970's knocked
out of our economy, we were alittle more
than one-third dependent upon foreign
nations for our country’s oil supply. Now,
in the middle of a War on Terrorism, we are
nearly 60 percent dependent.

ANWR’s abundant supply would replace
30 yearsworth of oil importsfrom Saudi
Arabia and over 50 years of dil imports
from Iraqg.

Exploring in ANWR balanced with in-
creased conservation, renewable and
aternative fuels development is what will
make America energy independent.
